
● Site Six: Located at 591 Beachcomber Blvd., Site Six is a free launch rampmaintained by the city.
The site features a handicapped accessible fishing pier, a fish cleaning station, restrooms, and a
small beach area, as well as a small picnic area. No overnight camping allowed.

● Havasu Riviera Marina: Located at 2067 Havasu Riviera Parkway, the Marina is available to the
public with the purchase of a day use pass or Annual Riviera pass. Amenities include a six-lane
boat ramp, marina store, fuel dock, and day use beach area.

● Lake Havasu State Park: Located at 699 London Bridge Road (Windsor 4) is a State Park
operated ramp featuring 8 launch lanes and ample parking. Entrance to the Park requires a day
or annual park pass. Amenities include restrooms, a small beach area, and a shaded picnic area.
Day passes can be purchased off hours at the self-pay station.

● Cattail Cove State Park: Located approximately 15 miles south of Lake Havasu City on Highway
95 South, this is a State Park operated ramp with 4 ramps, a beach area, table area, and hiking.
Entrance requires a day or annual park pass to launch and use the restroom facility. Day passes
can be purchased off hours at self-pay stations.

● Crazy Horse Campgrounds: Located at 1534 Beachcomber Blvd. The ramp has 2 lanes and can be
accessed by the public for a daily use fee that can be purchased during operating hours.

● Havasu Springs Resort: Located at 2581 Highway 95 in Parker, the 2 lane ramp is available to the
public for a daily fee, which can be paid 24 hours a day at the self-pay station. Fuel is available at
the dock.

● Islander RV Resort: Located at 751 Beachcomber Blvd., this is a private 2 lane ramp available to
resort guests only.

● Lake HavasuMarina: Located at 1100 NMcCulloch, the Marina is open to the public for a daily
fee, which can be paid 24 hours a day at the self-pay station. Fuel is available at the dock.

● Nautical Beachfront Resort: Located at 1000 NMcCulloch, this is a private 2 lane ramp for resort
guests only.

● Sam’s Beachcomber Resort: Located at 601 Beachcomber Blvd, this is a 2 lane ramp for resort
guests only.

● Topock 66Marina: Located at 14999 Historic Rt. 66, in Topock, AZ, this ramp is approximately
29miles north of Lake Havasu City, off of Interstate 40. This is a private 2 lane ramp with a daily
purchase during Marina hours.
